Introduction

In August 2012 the way we engage with customers who are looking atdeveloping a new connection or modifying an existing conne ction to our Gas National
Transmission System changed. As part of these changes we undertook to provide more transparencyin the way we operate the arrangements, including:

*Clear processes andtimeframes

*Schedule of charges

*Published framework contracts

*Regularreporting of our performance

This is the thirty-fifth reportproduced since the implementation ofthe revised arrangementsin August2012, and covers the period from October — December 2022.

Overview of the Arrangements

There are two types of connection offers that customers can request; an Initial Connection Offer (ICO) which provides an early estimate ofthe physical construction
costs; programme of works and layout of the proposed Connection, and a Full Connection Offer (FCO) which provides a detailed estimate ofthe physical construction
costs, programme of works and layout of the proposed Connection based on design/engineering studies. There is also the opti on for the customertorequesta
modification to an existing Full Connection Offer.

Each of these offers has settimescales (e.g. 2 months foran ICO and 6 months fora simple FCO, i.e. a small transmission co nnection), agreed through consultation
with the Industry.
